Maths lessons focus on developing the children’s 
abiliƟes to reason mathemaƟcally by following a line 
of enquiry, solve problems by applying their 
mathemaƟcs to a variety of rouƟne and non-rouƟne 
problems and the ability to recall and apply 
mathemaƟcal knowledge rapidly and accurately. 

This term we will be focusing on:

 AddiƟon and SubtracƟon 
 Shape 

Science 

In the Autumn term we will be covering two of our science 
topics. 

The first topic we will cover is living things habitats. We will 
be looking at the different animal groups and where they 
live. 

We will visit Le Guet to do a minibeast hunt trying to find a 
wide variety of minibeasts. 

 

Following we will look at everyday materials and their 
properƟes. We will look at everyday objects and why they 
are made from the materials they are. 

Literacy 

In Literacy this term we are focusing on improving sentence 
structure and accuracy through the use of our model texts:

 Diary of a Worm. 
 The Night before Christmas. 

Reading 

Each class will read a variety of guided reading texts weekly 
and furthering their love of reading through independent 
reading Ɵme. 

As a class we will complete guided reading acƟviƟes for the 
books funnybones, LiƩle Beauty and Samuel Pepys Diary. 

PE 

In PE we will be doing team building, 
fundamentals, fitness and dance within the 
first term. 

History  

In History this term we are going to 
be studying The Great fire of 
London. We will analyse why the fire 
started and what resulted in its 
spread. 

We will be visiƟng our local fire 
staƟon to compare firefighters now 
and in the past. 

Design & Technology 

In Design & Technology we will 
be looking at mechanisms, 
how they work and how they 
can be used in real life. 

Art 

This term we will be Introduce 
formal elements, paƩern, 
texture and tone. 

Music 

Year 2 will have the 
music service in this 
term to take our music 
lessons.  

PSHE & RelaƟonship 
EducaƟon 

This term we will be 
looking at our Golden 
Values, creaƟon and 
advent.
